Business Manager’s Note: according to the budget for fiscal
year 2007-08 (approved by the Finance Council at its
November meeting), the parish needs $26,900 income on a
monthly basis, to meet expected expenses of running the
parish. In both October and November, we fell short of this
budget goal. Please Note: This financial information is
currently unaudited. Final quarterly report information for the
period of Oct, Nov, and Dec 2007 will be prepared and
submitted to the diocese at the beginning of Feb, 2008.

More Parish News and Information

Offering envelope boxes are now available in the back of
church. They are labeled with names of those who are
currently receiving envelopes, or those who requested them on
the recent Tapestry forms. If you are currently receiving
envelopes and don’t see your name, please call the parish
office. If you would like to receive envelopes, please fill out
one of the forms available on the envelope table, and we will
prepare an offering box for you, and leave it in church.
(Please note: due to the bulk of the envelope boxes and the
additional postage required, we do not mail envelope boxes.)

Also — if you receive and use envelopes, we (the parish
office and collection counters) respectfully ask that you
place your name on the outside of the envelope if you
contribute cash. Although envelope numbers are assigned to
parishioners, often times, the corners of the envelopes get torn
or smudged, and we can’t always cross-reference an envelope
number to a name, and consequently are unable to accurately
report your financial contributions to the parish. So it is very
helpful for you to include your name on the outside of the
envelope. Thank you very much for your understanding and
cooperation.
